Mitchell Hall is the largest dining facility in the Air Force and provides service for the 
entire Cadet Wing of 4,300+ cadets.  Our primary mission is to provide 3 meals a day, 7 days a 
week for the cadets; we also support all training missions and requirements; and special social, 
training and sporting events along with numerous other requirements.   
 

Meals at Mitchell Hall are planned by our nutritionist and follow standards of the 
Dietary Guidelines for Americans and the Military Dietary Recommended Intake Levels.  We 
provide menus and portions to accommodate the requirements of the majority of the Cadet 
Wing. Additionally, we provide special meals for athletes who require heavy or light options, 
and vegetarian options that also accommodate the requirements of our cadets with ethnic or 
religious requirements. 
  

Mitchell Hall produces over 13,000 meals a day on average and in doing so we, 
understandably, have challenges of trying to meet the taste and desires of all the cadets.  We try 
our best to meet the needs of the majority and offer a good variety of foods.  We also have the 
challenge of having food ready for all 4500 cadets to consume all at one time in 20 minutes, 
twice a day. 
 

Mitchell Hall has made great strides to improve quality of food, adding new items and 
offering a variety that follows some of the current trends in the food industry.  Last year, we 
started a cadet focus group which will continue this year.  The focus group was a valuable asset 
to the Mitchell Hall operation and assisted us in making decisions that changed more than 100 
items, added 20 new menu rotations and, overall, provided feedback from the cadets on how 
we were doing. 
 

Mitchell Hall conducts a monthly food test in which more than 200 cadets participate.  
The food test allows the cadets to provide direct feedback concerning food items we are 
considering for the menu. 
 

We would like to invite you to meet our nutritionist and members of the management 
team at the Information Fair during Parents’ Weekend (Friday, 31 Aug).   We will provide  
information on how we plan menus, the nutritional values we look at, and the calorie 
requirements for the cadets, and will be glad to answer any question you might have. 
 

You will also have the opportunity to dine with us at Mitchell Hall during Parents’ 
Weekend.  The 1st Class breakfast and 4th Class lunch tickets will be available for cadets to 
purchase from 13-23 August in their Cadet Squadrons.  Tickets must be purchased in advance.   
 

The entire Mitchell Hall staff looks forward to meeting you and hosting you to a meal 
during Parents’ Weekend.

CHANEY KING BIKE RIDE SPONSORED BY THE FALCON FOUNDATION 
 

The Falcon Foundation offers one-year Preparatory School scholarships to deserving 
young men and women who have outstanding potential for an Air Force Academy education 
and an Air Force career as pilots.  These scholarships provide additional academic preparation 
prior to entering the United States Air Force Academy.  These Falcon Foundation scholarship 
recipients, known as Falcon Scholars, attend 1 of 5 selected preparatory schools for one year.  
The Falcon Foundation scholarships help lower the cost of the prep school education to the 
Falcon Scholar families.  

           Chaney King was an exceptional Falcon Scholar and USAFA cadet who dearly loved 
the Academy, the Air Force, her country and her family.  Chaney was killed in January 2003 in 
a tragic car accident when she was in the middle of her sophomore year.  She attended 
Northwestern Preparatory School as a Falcon Scholar before coming to the Academy. Chaney 
was a member of 13th and 14th Cadet Squadrons while she was at USAFA.  

          After Chaney’s untimely death, her mother and father approached the Falcon Foundation 
and asked if they would support a Falcon Foundation fund-raising event in honor of Chaney’s 
participation in the Falcon Foundation Scholarship program.   The Falcon Foundation readily 
agreed and the senior staff at the Academy approved the first “Chaney King Bike Ride/Run” as 
a sponsored program by the Falcon Foundation.  It was held at the United States Air Force 
Academy on September 18, 2004.  Cadets from Chaney’s former Cadet Squadrons served as 
volunteers for this milestone event.  Pledges for this event went to increase the Falcon 
Foundation’s scholarship fund.   

         This year, the Academy senior staff approved the Falcon Foundation’s request for the 
Fourth Annual Chaney King Bike Ride/Run at USAFA for Saturday, 22 Sep 07.
